» For purposes of this Contest, a map is a stand-alone cartographic product (be it a
single page or map book or series); the purpose of which is to present spatial data in a meaningful
way. A poster is an illustrative presentation of research and/or analysis that tells a story and includes
an abstract.
» Entrants are limited to 1 entry in each category.
* Please mount the poster/map on foam core. Lamination is not required.
» For maximum visibility, entries should be no smaller than 24” x 24” (unless a mapbook)
or larger than 60” x 60”. Entry dimensions should be submitted as length by width.
Include your name, organization and full contact details somewhere on the entry;
business cards are fine if they are securely mounted to the presentation.

As an added bonus, all entries are automatically entered into the “People’s Choice Award”.
